SEMESTER EXAM - STUDY GUIDE – June 2006
This exam will consist of 35 multiple choice questions (1 point each = 35 points), THREE (3) short answer questions (10 points each = 30 points), map work (1/2 point each = 5 points), and ONE MAJOR ESSAY (30 points) 

Multiple Choice: There will 35 items in this section. They have been carefully selected to correspond to the material covered this semester. There will be a heavy pay-off for those who have been consistent in their work habits and who review all their study sheets. The questions will address European, non-European, and comparative topics. (1 point each = 35 points)

Full identifications (ID’s): You will have THREE (3)  ID's to choose out of  (6) SIX  offered.  All of the ID's will be taken from “mainstream” topics discussed during the second semester (from the Industrial Revolution on).  You should be using your review sheet notes and class notes to guide ALL of your studying for all sections of this exam. 

EXAMPLE: “Explain fully but concisely four (4) specific reasons for Napoleon's decline."

You MUST answer each ID in full sentences: no listing. (10 points each = 30 points)

Map Work: You will be given modern maps  of Europe and the world. You must identify ten (10) geographical locations. Various places will be marked with a number. You must know the geographical location and then identify the place from the map. EXAMPLE: “France” — You would find France on the map of Europe and place the number that corresponds to France on the scantron answer sheet. (1/2 pt each =5 points) 
ONE MAJOR ESSAY: As part of this review sheet ,we have given you a number of proposed essays. ONE of these essays will be on your Final Exam. It is OUR choice, NOT yours. Do not try to guess which will be chosen.  (30 points)
It is strongly recommended that you prepare rough outlines for each of the questions. STUDY GROUPS may be very useful for studying content in general, but your essay should be substantially your own work. Copying another student’s thesis and outline and then “fleshing it out” during the exam constitutes an honor code violation. 

Also, in preparing a thesis and outline for each proposed essay, you will be covering a lot of information that can be used for multiple choice and ID questions. 

Note that you may agree or disagree with the statements given. Your essay MUST have a clearly stated thesis statement and should be supported by SPECIFIC facts to argue effectively to conclusion. 

Remember, you are seeking to do TWO things in these essays:



1. To present a clearly argued thesis



2. To demonstrate your knowledge of the historical time period(s) 

PLEASE NOTE:  Your teachers will not help you to prepare these specific essays.  We have been kind enough to at least give you the possible essays in advance.

1. “Political developments in world history in the years 1850-1910 are best understood as consequences of the Industrial Revolution.”  Evaluate this statement.  To what extent is it true?  To what extent does it ignore other relevant factors?  Compare and contrast Europe with ONE of the following regions:

Africa

India

China

2. Assess the accuracy of the following statement:


“In the period from 1839 to 1940, the impact of European imperialism on Africa and Asia was generally more beneficial than harmful.”

As you answer this question, choose ONE African and ONE Asian country from the list below to discuss:

Egypt
India

The Congo 
China

South Africa
Japan

3. Compare and contrast the efforts of countries in the 1800s and early 1900s to modernize and compete with Europe.  Discuss with reference to TWO of the following:
 
Egypt under Muhammad Ali, Ismail and Tewfik
Japan under the Meiji Restoration
China in the years 1839-1911
Turkey under Kemal Atatürk
Russia under Josef Stalin
 
Note: You MUST prepare information on each of these events, since on the final exam, we will make the comparison choice, not you. 
 
4. “The powers of totalitarian dictators in 20th century Europe were the natural outgrowth of increasing government power in the 19th century.”  Assess the validity of this statement.  Discuss with reference to specific rulers, events and policies.

5. In 1919, after the Paris Peace Conference and the resulting treaties, including the Treaty of Versailles, were completed, World War I French General Ferdinand Foch commented: 

 “This is not a peace. It is an armistice that will last twenty years.”
