Note-taking Practice

This unit we’re working on note-taking skills, and we’re going to practice note-taking by first practicing the basic note-taking skill: summarizing main ideas.  To practice, I want you to take “notes” on the reading for Day 1—but not a complete set of notes.  Instead, on a separate piece of paper I want you to write (or type) a one-sentence summary of each paragraph in the reading.  Just that, nothing more.  Since there are 23 paragraphs, you should have 23 sentences on your piece of paper, each sentence summarizing the main idea of one paragraph.  Remember, you’re focusing on the main idea of each paragraph.
